Upgrade SR130 firmware through the Paradox InField software (V3.0 or higher) using the 307 USB Direct
Connect Interface. The SR130 requires the batteries installed in order to upgrade the firmware.

Note: Ensure that the SR130 is awake before beginning the firmware upgrade. To wake-up the siren, press
the training/reset switch (see connector #4 in Figure 1). The siren provide yous a 60 second delay in
order to begin the update.

1. Remove the front cover (see Figure 2).

2. Connect the 307 USB to the InField connector (see connector #8 in Figure 1).
